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STATEMENT
BY DR. CHRISTOPHER LEE, 
PRESIDENT OF THE MALAYSIAN AIDS COUNCIL 

I am very honoured to extend my gratitude to the 
community members who are tirelessly championing 
the HIV and AIDS responses in Malaysia, be it from the 
stakeholder’s level to the very grassroots level. 

This year of 2020 has left us bewildered with the state 
of the world today. We are facing not one but two 
pandemics at the same time. The HIV pandemic as we 
know today has been with us since the 1980s and this 
year, we came to learn about the COVID-19 pandemic. 
This only means that the HIV responses in Malaysia are 
very much affected by this new pandemic due to the 
Movement Control Orders and the new normal that we 
have to abide with. 

Contextual to this current situation, I personally 
think that beating the pandemics, both HIV and 
COVID-19 is to be our utmost importance. This is solely 
because COVID-19 has been affecting the works of 
our community workers in terms of care and support 
for HIV cases in clinics and other healthcare facilities. 
Movements to the clinics for assisting clients are being 
restricted to curb the new infections of COVID-19 and 
this is alarming as the level of our community’s needs for 
treatment, care and support for HIV-related issues are 
still very much the same prior to COVID-19. Therefore, 
I implore everyone both at MAC or our Affiliated 
Members to think harder, work harder and try our 
very best to find ways to circumvent these difficulties 
as the community members depend on us. This is a 
responsibility shared by all of us to our community. 
This is very much in line with ‘Global Solidarity, Shared 
Responsibility’, the theme of this year’s World AIDS Day 
gazetted by the World Health Organization (WHO).

HIV is still very much there in our country with 3500 
new infections in 2019 and the majority of the numbers 
resulted from sexual transmission. It is important that 
our methods of reducing these new infections have to be 
focused on how to reduce HIV from sexual transmission. 
We also need to continuously support the marginalised 
community in any way possible as it will empower 
them to be more in charge of their health status and in 
the long run, reducing the number of infections. We as 
Malaysians also need to recommit ourselves in trying 
to reduce the impact of HIV in Malaysia and try our very 
best to minimize and if possible, eliminate altogether 
stigma and discrimination toward People Living with 
HIV specifically and HIV-related issues in general. 

In this trying time, we need to be crystal clear about 
our priorities. Fundings, resources and extra efforts 
need to be taken into serious considerations when we 
lay out our next and upcoming implementations for 
the HIV works in Malaysia. It is of great significance that 
we understand that our funding is limited in due to the 
focus now being combating COVID-19 for us to return 
to our usual economic situation. However, we cannot 
think that the HIV pandemic is secondary, what we 
do, our work in the HIV responses is equally important. 
Therefore, we need to brainstorm other ways or 
alternatives to conduct various impactful programmes. 

Things like ZOOM webinars, online advocacy campaign 
and online trainings to our outreach and case 
workers have been ongoing ever since we were hit by 
COVID-19 and were forced to limit our movements by 
the coronavirus. These should be exemplary to all of 
community workers to try our very best to find every 
possible way to continue our HIV Treatment, Care, 
and Support program amid the COVID-19 pandemic. 
I would like to reiterate, it is a ‘Global Solidarity’ and a 
‘Shared Responsibility’.

This mechanism can help those affected to channel 
their grievances and, in the process, assisting in 
building cases for higher-level advocacy, involving 
multiple stakeholders.  From January to December 
of 2020, a total of 76 cases were reported to MAC. The 
type of incidents and the number of cases is illustrated 
in the figure below:

Approximately 43% of the reported cases are workplace-
related issues. This is followed by discriminations in 
higher learning institutions raids with 17% and 13% on 
arrests of the key populations. It is also important to note 
that the cases related to stigma and discriminations in 
the healthcare settings were also reported amounting 
to nearly 12%. 

MAC advocates for the rights of PLHIV by engaging 
with the relevant stakeholders. Dialogues with relevant 
Government agencies and other stakeholders with 
the aim to increase sensitization, awareness, and 
commitment to HIV and AIDS. 
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COMPREHENSIVE SEXUALITY 
EDUCATION (CSE)
Sexuality education is a necessity in Malaysia as there are (high incidents of teenage 
pregnancies, unsafe abortions, and the risk of Sexually Transmitted Infections, which includes 
HIV. 

In view of this, MAC plays an active 
role in ensuring the sustainability 
of this agenda. This is illustrated 
from the discussions MAC had 
with the Ministry of Education 
(MOE) and the various sexuality 
education programs carried out 
over the years. 

The push for sex education in 
Malaysia has reached a new 
mileage with the recently 
developed Comprehensive 
Sexuality Education (CSE) task 
force. 

The CSE task force is organized by 
the President of Majlis Kanak Kanak 
Malaysia, Datuk Dr. Raj Karim (one 
of MAC’s Partner Organisations). 
It comprises of NGOs (including 
MAC), expert professionals, 
representatives from government 
agencies (such as the Ministry of 

Health, the Ministry of Education, 
the Department of Religious 
Affairs, etc.), representatives of 
UN Agencies and interested 
individuals. Some of the objectives 
of the CSE include: 

		To review the present status of 
Sexuality Education in Malaysia.

		To identify issues and 
challenges faced in providing 
CSE to school children.

		To determine programs and 
strategies for reaching to out 
of school youth, children with 
disability, marginalised and 
higher risk groups (street 
children, refugees, sexually 
active youth, children in early 
marriage, children living with 
HIV).

The National Strategic Plan on Ending AIDS 2016-2030 has been a strategic enabler in guiding 
MAC and its POs in delivering high-impact prevention programmes for key populations in 
the country. 

PREVENTION,TREATMENT,SUPPORT 
& CARE PROGRAMMES FOR KEY 
POPULATION (KP)

The ultimate goal of NSPEA is 
to track HIV and AIDS response 
with aim to reach the 95-95-95 
targets introduced by UNAIDS 
(95% of key populations tested for 
HIV and know their status, 95% of 
PLHIV on ART and 95% of PLHIV on 
ART adhering to treatment with 
suppressed viral load). The NSPEA 
also aims to reach 80% of key 
populations (KPs) with effective 
prevention activities.

The overarching principle of 
the strategies and resulting 
interventions are to establish 
a continuum of prevention, 
treatment and care services.

In 2018, combinations of cost-
effective, evidence-based, and 
scalable interventions were 
directed to the KPs in geographic 
areas where HIV prevalence was 

evident. Classified as a country 
with a concentrated HIV epidemic, 
the KPs show a high infection rate 
of above 5% especially among 
people who inject drugs, men who 
have sex with men, sex workers and 
transgender population while the 
infection rate among the general 
population is estimated to be less 
than 0.5%.

The aim in 2020 remained to 
crafting effective linkages to HIV 
prevention, case, treatment, and 
support services with the emphasis 
to identify as many people as 
possible with HIV, early in their 
infection stages and successfully 
link them to prevention, care, and 
treatment services as well as to 
link those who test negative to 
prevention services.
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DIFFERENTIATED HIV SERVICES 
FOR KEY POPULATIONS (DHSKP)

The Differentiated Service Delivery 
provides multiple options for 
clients based on their needs at 
every stage of the HIV service 
continuum. Unlike the previous 
model which were divided 
by multiple projects such as 
Treatment Adherence Peer 
Support Programme (TAPS), 
HIV Continuum of Care Home, 
Prevention Through Needle and 
Syringe Exchange Programme 
(NSEP) and Prevention of HIV 
Through Sexual Transmission 
amongst Sex Workers, Transgender 
& Men Who Have Sex with Men 
Population, the DHSKP model 
combined all the projects together 
with three implementation 
modalities as below:

The pilot for Klinik Kesihatan 
Model was initiated in 2015. The 
first Klinik Kesihatan was Klinik 
Kesihatan Kuala Sg. Baru located 
in Melaka. In 2020, this model 
was expanding to 24 Klinik 
Kesihatan and 1 hospital to aim 

DHSKP provides multiple options 
for clients based on their needs 
at every stage of the HIV service 
continuum.

Outreach / case workers from 
Partner Organisations were trained 
on the ethics of HIV testing and 
counselling as well as on how to 
encourage referrals to HIV-related 
prevention, treatment, care, and 
support services. With CBT, HIV 
testing is now more accessible 
especially to those who have limited 
access to mainstream health 
services. CBT was implemented 
at the sites on August 2017, and in 
2020, the number of CBT done was 
over 7,000.

Community-based Testing (CBT) 
was introduced in partnership with 
MOH Malaysia to complement 
the existing healthcare provider-
initiated HIV testing and 
counselling by providing HIV 
testing and counselling to KPs 
outside of healthcare settings.

HIV testing and counselling is a 
critical gateway to prevention, 
care and treatment. By adopting 
a community-based approach, 
social, structural and logistical 
barriers that impede access 
to and uptake of HIV testing 
and counselling are effectively 
eliminated.
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DIGITAL TEAM

MAC Digital Team focuses on the 
Digital Campaigns and Online 
Intervention. It was established 
on the July 22, 2019 spearheading 
the Brand name: Uequals2u / @
uequals2u. Online platforms that 
are being used include Twitter, 
Facebook, Instagram, YouTube, 
and MAC website.  

Created in August 2019, the Twitter 
platform is a successful hit. From 
only around 4,000 followers in 
2019, it has grown to accumulate 
more than 6000  followers in 2020. 
Facebook has the fastest growth 
rate of organic followers to 500 
followers throughout 2020 thanks 
to the LIVE talk shows. A lot of initiatives have been done

Gifts such as exclusive condoms 
and Uequals2u merchandises’ are 
being given on a monthly basis to 
promote safe sex and as visibility 
of the branding name Uequals2u.

Informative thread & daily 
trivia
Most of the content on UEQUALS2U 
social media platform are related 
to sexuality health knowledge 
and information. DHSKP Manual 
Handbook is the main reference 
so that community members 
including the community workers 
receive a constantly refreshed 
information. Starting from the 11 
September 2020, the Digital Team 
has been publishing daily trivia on 
weekdays with informative brief 
facts which are also based on the 
DHSKP Manual Handbook.

Collaborative videos
In response to the viral false 
information about HIV & AIDS 
on a national TV show, MAC has 
collaborated with the Ministry of 
Health, the Head of HIV, AIDS & STI 
Unit, Dr. Anita Suleiman to come 
up with a video explanation on FAQ 
about the HIV & AIDS facts. This 
includes marriage in HIV-related 
situations, ways of transmission, 
and how to handle deceased 
PLHIV bodies. The team have also 
collaborated with MAC’s advocacy 
team to record 3 videos about 
treatment, drugs, and medication 
that have been published on a 
popular YouTube platform channel, 
ML Studio.

World AIDS Day 2020
The team has conducted a virtual 
booth during the World AIDS 
Day 2020 on FB LIVE. In support 
with other partner organisations, 
the team has also assisted some 
of them to record their events.

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HEPATITIS C PROJECT

TEMAN PROJECT
Teman project is a risk reduction programme for 
people returning to community after incarceration 
using a client-centred step-by-step approach. Teman 
project provides a range of counselling, prevention, and 
treatment referral strategies to tailor the program to 
the unique strengths and resources of each individual. 
These strategies include goal setting, problem solving, 
strengthening motivation, decision making, and 
facilitated referrals. The project also covers many 
other issues and challenges that are being faced by 
people when they are released from a correctional 
institution into the community. For 2020, Unitaid 
funding through Coalition PLUS has supported the 
program to be conducted in 3 prisons (Seberang Perai 
Prison, Pengkalan Chepa Prison and Taiping Prison) 
mainly with high prevalence of HIV-HCV with the 
collaboration of MAC POs- Sahabat and AARG. Despite 
of Movement Control Order, a total of 189 inmates have  
been reached through this program.
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STOP STIGMA AND DISCRIMINATION WORKSHOP ON HIV-HCV FOR 
HEALTHCARE WORKERS USING HOPE MODULE

In order to reduce stigma and discrimination among 
healthcare workers, MAC in collaboration with MOH, 
POs and the community members have developed 
a stop stigma and discrimination module known as 
HOPE module in 2019. Using the HOPE module in 
2020, 3 state level workshops were conducted which 
took place in Sabah, Kelantan and Negeri Sembilan 
respectively during the flexibility period of MCO. A 
total of 103 healthcare workers were trained in these 3 
workshops.

WORLD HEPATITIS DAY 2020
This initiative was a collaboration between MAC with 
MOH, DNDi, TWN and CSOs in conjunction with the 
National World Hepatitis Day 2020. The activities were 
implemented from 20 July – 10 August 2020. The two 
main objectives of this campaign include to increase 
the public awareness on Hep C test & treat and to 
showcase CSOs Hep C work and decentralization.

HCV Treatment Review Workshop at the state level 
is a joint efforts by Datuk Dr. Radzi, National Hep C 
Treatment head and his team, MAC, DNDi and the 
State Health Departments to discuss and address the 
gaps to improve screenings and treatments among the 
targeted population in each respective states. Three 
workshops have been conducted in the states of Johor, 
East Coast Region (Pahang, Terengganu & Kelantan) 
and North Region (Perlis, Kedah and Penang).

HIV SELF TESTING - PILOT PROJECT 
(Duration of the pilot study : November 2020 until October 2021)

The Sustainability of HIV Services for Key Populations in Asia (SKPA) Program is an eight-
country initiative to scale up and promote HIV prevention services for communities most 
affected by HIV, with an aim to stop HIV transmission and AIDS-related deaths by 2030. 

The program aims to promote sustainable services for key populations at scale by addressing gaps and barriers in 
the national strategies for achieving gaps and barriers in national strategies for achieving 95/95/95 targets among 
key populations.

INITIATIVES (QI) APPROACH
The HIV Stigma and Elimination Project is a multi-
country initiative that uses the Quality Improvement 
(QI) approach to tackling stigma and discrimination 
(S&D) among people living with HIV (PLHIV) in 
healthcare settings. Thailand, Lao PDR, Vietnam, and 
Cambodia among others have participated in this 
program.
